Roundabouts

You may have noticed the roundabouts in town undergoing some changes.
The changes were undertaken to help improve safety and sight distance at
roundabouts. The Shire was regularly repairing the brick walls that would
get hit, they are now inline with design standards and are better suited to
our road alignments. The new low pro le central islands are designed for
semitrailer turning movements and are a more cost effective solution.
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
